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Gateshead Fell Cricket Club has an obligation to ensure the safety and welfare of any young person engaged in cricket activities, to safeguard them and protect them from reasonably foreseeable forms of harm. Gateshead Fell Cricket Club is fully committed to safeguarding and promoting the wellbeing of all its young players. 

In order to comply with the requirements of the England & Wales Cricket Board (ECB) policy ‘Safe Hands – Welfare of Young People in Cricket’, Gateshead Fell Cricket Club is required to have a nominated person appointed as the Club Welfare Officer. ECB and NSPCC staff will train the Welfare Officer and the role involves the following:-

· Ensuring the safety and welfare of all young persons engaged in cricketing activities.

· Promotion of child welfare policies within Gateshead Fell Cricket Club.

· To be the first point of contact within Gateshead Fell Cricket Club for the reporting of child welfare concerns.

· Reporting on all child welfare concerns to Durham Cricket Board Welfare Officer.
